TLPG Helping Visitors Find Their Way
Kokomo and Portage, Indiana

In the summer of 2008, LandPlan Group de-
veloped a wayfi nding signage system for the 
City of Kokomo and Howard County.  TLPG 
teamed with Baldus Co. to design vehicular 
wayfi nding signage for use throughout the 
county.  The team, working with Kokomo’s 12-
member task force, determined destinations 
and locations for signage.  Construction draw-
ings were completed in October, and phase 
one will be fabricated in the near future.

The Portage Economic Development 
Corporation recently introduced the 
City’s new wayfi nding system to the 
public.  LandPlan Group and Baldus 
Co. captured the City’s desire for brand-
ing its proximity to Lake Michigan.  The 
system includes unique signage for the 
three districts that make up the Portage 
Community, and includes vehicular and 
trailblazer signage.  Signage installation 
is scheduled for April 2009.

Harrison Square, the newest downtown revitalization project, includes the new Rob-
ert E. Meyer City Park.
